Audition Information

v Girls’ Attire: Hair back in a bun (or, if short hair, pull away from face), black leotard, pink
ballet tights. You may wear black long jazz pants or black Capri pants, but they must be
tight to the body. Light make up.

v' Boys’ Attire: Boys may wear black shorts or black jazz pants, with a white shirt. Can be
a tank top or any other shirt, but not too loose-fitting on the body.

v Shoes for Boys and Girls: Bring all the dance shoes you own: ballet shoes, jazz shoes or
lyrical soles, tap shoes, and/or hip hop tennis shoes. Not everyone will audition in all of
these disciplines, so if you do not take tap (for example), you do not need to bring tap
shoes. If you are a hip hop dancer only, then only bring your hip hop shoes.

v Please arrive on time for your scheduled age group. We will do a group warm up, and
then teach combinations in jazz/tap/ballet/hip hop according to what is appropriate for
the various groups of dancers.

v" You will receive an email within 1-2 weeks following the audition to let you know if you
have been accepted to BET or BET Too, or also if we feel like your dancer is not ready for

either and should try to audition again next year.

v" Please note: If you are accepted as a member of BET or BET Too, you must be available

for choreography week (the week that all the dancers learn their dances for the 2012-

2013 competitive season) from August 4t - August 10th, 2012 and possibly more

choreography classes August 12'- August 18" .
